He designed the
window-panes for the Hall of the Constantine the Philosopher University in Nitra.

His painting creation is marked by lyrical abstraction, in which the archetypal motifs are
applied in natural earthy tones focused on the seriousness and importance of a harmony between
man and nature. Expressive linear manuscript of some paintings evokes the time float and space
dynamics of our existence. The other ones are realized with their silky compositional structure in
blue tones and they persuade us about the ubiquitous harmony, other ones refer to religious
messages.

Beres developes the archetypal themes through wooden plastic arts with clearly defined
shapes and lines, and at the same time with the great respect to natural materials which structure
and expressive possibilities multiply and underline the adequate modeling and sophisticated
colour completion.

The exhibition with a title 3(a) LOG is an artistic project of Department of Creative Arts and Art Education in Faculty of
Education, Constantine the Philosopher University in Nitra, realized thanks to the financial grant of the Ministry of Culture of
the Slovak Republic with the intention to present the Slovak art abroad in two planned locations, in the Gallery of the
Teaching Faculty in Kragujevac University Uzice in Serbia and in the Gallery Zajezdnenia Instytutu Sztuk Piekna Universytet at
Universytet Marii Curie-Sklodowskej in Lublin, Poland. The choice of the artistic works is the professional artwork of members
of the Department of Creative Arts and Art Education, which guarantee the various professional artistic disciplines made in
the department, namely: drawing, painting, graphics, photographs, textiles, digital media and graphic design. The common
denominator of the project, which the title evokes a certain form of communication among the three entities in the form of
suggested Trialogue, are drawing, painting and graphics.
